Thank you for applying for a DCP College Scholarship.

Scholarships ranging from $250 to several thousand dollars will be granted to dozens of
DCP graduating seniors and alumni this year.

The deadline is soon -- March 19 at 5 p.m. You may turn in completed applications to
Mrs. Evans or bring them to the senior class meeting on March 19. Late applications
will not be accepted for any reason, so don't wait until the last minute.

In order for the application to be complete, you will need to include:

! the application form

! a resume

! a copy of your Student Aid Report (SAR), if you completed the FAFSA

! a copy of the work you are going to share

! notification that you have requested a letter of recommendation (not the letter itself
-- teachers will provide those directly to the DCP College Scholarship Team)

In addition, you will need to sign up for an interview with the DCP College Scholarship
Selection Committee. During that interview, you will be asked to share the work you
have chosen as part of the application, as well as some simple questions about your
interests, activities, and goals for college. The sign up sheet will be available during the
senior meeting on March 19, and in the College Lab after that.

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Frequently Asked Questions

Who can apply for a DCP College Scholarship?
Any DCP senior or former student who has graduaed from DCP and is planning to enroll full-
time in an accredited college or university may apply for a DCP College Scholarship.

How much is the scholarship?
Scholarshipsrangefrom $250to several thousnd dollars.

Can | get a scholarship if | am attending a community college?
Y es, buttypically scholarshipsfor community colleges are limited to $250$500for the year.

Can | get a DCP scholarship if | am not a citizen and do not have a green card?
Yes.

How does the DCP College Scholarship Team decide who gets a scholarship?
Firgt, theteam determines whether or notthestudent has finandal need. If so, pointsare
awarded for goodgrades, improvement in grades, attitude participaionin DCP and community
groups demongration of leadership, and volunteer and work experience. Students with the
highest points get a scholarship to fill thar need. Students with lower points, may receive a
scholarship to fill part of ther need.

How is my “need” calculated?

We add up how much aid youdl receive from your school (grants and subsdized loans), your
family@ expected contribution, and yourindividud contribution of $3,000 We will subtract that
from the cog of attendance at your school. Whatever iseft is your QyapOor heedO

Will my scholarship be reduced if | get scholarships from other institutions?
We countthefirst $3,000youreceive in scholarshipstoward your required individud
contribution, so if you receive $3,0000r less in scholarships we will nat reduce your
scholarship. Any amountyou receive over $3,000will countas GiidOand will reduce your
scholarship for this year.

Will my scholarship be reduced if | earn money during the summer?
No. We expect you to earn money for yourindividud contribution. You will also receive points
onyour application for pad work experience.

What happens if | cannot make the $3,000 individual contribution?

We can make exceptionsto the $3,000indvidud contributionif there are exceptiond
circumstances, such as high expected family contributions inability to work, etc. Please let us
know if youfeel youhave circumstances tha shoud be consdered.

Is the scholarship renewable?
Y es, but you mug submit a new application each year.

Can | apply now if | applied in the past and was not awarded a scholarship?
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Yes.

Can | apply now if | graduated several years ago but never applied before?
Yes.

Can | get a scholarship if | have already received a DCP College Scholarship for
two years or more?

Yes. Priority isgiven to students who have received a DCP scholarship for less than two years
but scholarshipsfor $500to $1,0000r more are possible if fundsare available.

What can | do to improve my chances of getting a scholarship?

We want to see that students are taking responsbility for themselves and demondrating
readiness for college Completing al your pgperwork in atimely manner, working and saving
money for college applying for other scholarships staying in toudh with usabouthow you are
doing once you leave for collegewill al reflect positively as we review your application.

Will the scholarship check be sent to me?

No. All checks are sent directly to your school. If theamountyoureceiveis greater than the
amountyou owe in tuition and fees, the school will send you arefund check to cover the cogs of
books etc.

When will the scholarship check be sent?

Scholarship checks are sent twice ayear in Augug and Januay. We make every effort to get
checks outin time to cover your bills butthe on-time payment of your billsis YOUR
responsbility. Also, checks are sent after you send in your grades for the previous
semester/quater. If youdo notsubmt your gradesin atimely manne, you may lose your
scholarship.

Do | have any obligations once | receive the scholarship?

Yes. Youwill berequired to submt your first semester/quater grades before the second
payment of your scholarship is made. It isaso your responsbility to keep in toudch with usand
respondto e-mail and phonecalls. Youwill also be expected to assist current DCP students with
thingslike collegevisits, presentationsaboutyour college experience, etc.

What happens if | do not enroll full-time?
If you do notenroll full-time for any reason, you cannotreceive a scholarship for tha
semester/quater. In some cases, the scholarship can be deferred until you are enrolled full-time.

What happens if | have a financial emergency in the middle of the school year?
